Senator Lamar Alexander has teamed up with Senators Dorgan (D-ND) and Merkley (D-OR) to introduce the “Electric Vehicle Deployment Act of 2010” - legislation to rapidly deploy 700,000 electric vehicles in the near term and electrify half our cars and trucks in 20 years and reduce use of oil from 19.5 to 12.5 million barrels per day.  We have asked Senator Alexander’s office to brief us on this legislation and discuss the potential for it to be added to the energy/climate bill this summer.

The Electric Power Research Institute is the research arm of the electric power sector and they do superb modeling.  They have completed several energy-economic analyses to assess the impact of potential CO2 emissions policies on the US and the development and deployment of electric sector technologies.  EPRI’s will share their unbiased perspective and insights on the long-term technology strategy for the electric sector.

The potential exists that Congress will not be successful in passing legislation to regulate GHG emissions this year which means the EPA will continue to move forward to regulate GHGs under the Clean Air Act.  Resources for the Future, a well known think tank has just released a paper that specifically seeks to resolve some of the uncertainty by analyzing a set of plausible pathways that the EPA may use to regulate stationary-source emissions.  They conclude the most predictable and practical pathway is for regulation under the New Source Performance Standards (NSPS).  Mr. Brown will provide an in-depth explanation of their study.

Senator Bingaman’s bill S.1462 is touted as a likely alternative to a broad cap and trade bill.  It passed the committee with bipartisan support.  We have asked Ms. Estes to give us an overview of the bill and her views on how the politics may play out.  There are at least two controversial items in it: offshore drilling and a RES (renewable electricity standard).  Also, since improvement in building energy efficiency produces some of the lowest cost carbon reductions, we have also asked her to provide a special overview of how the S.1462 provisions on buildings differ from that of HR 2454.
