The Senator has drafted a 32 page up-stream cap and trade bill that auctions the allowances. The legislation is called the “Carbon Limits and Energy for America’s Renewal Act of 2009 (CLEAR) and could be considered as an alternative to an economy-wide cap and trade bill.  Mr. Ronen will give us a presentation on the bill.
